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In the Peace of Christ 

Dear friends in Christ: 

 There are a number of bishops in the US that have ties to Houston.  One is 
Bishop Ricardo Ramirez, CSB of Las Cruces, New Mexico. Bishop Ramirez was ordained 
here in Houston for the Basilian Fathers who founded and sponsored the University of 
St. Thomas and St. Thomas High School. Bishop Ramirez received his college education 
at the University of St. Thomas and taught at St. Thomas High School when he was a 
scholastic. Bishop Ramirez has the distinction of being the only bishop that the Diocese 
of Las Cruces has ever had.  From the time of its founding in 1982 to the present, 
Bishop Ramirez has headed the diocese.  He is now 75, which is the mandatory 
retirement age for bishops and soon the Diocese of Las Cruces will receive a new 
bishop. Las Cruces covers the southern part of New Mexico with Hobbs and Carlsbad 
being the major towns.   

In reflecting on his time as bishop and the history of the diocese, Bishop 
Ramirez tells a story of when he knew the diocese was headed in the right direction.  In 
the early days of the diocese, they had very little of anything – people, priests, 
vocations, money, common identity or common mission. According to the bishop, 
things were so difficult he was ready to give the diocese back to the pope!  One day, a 
man approached the bishop and said he wanted to become Catholic.  The bishop was 
obviously pleased but was also curious. He asked the gentleman why he wanted to 
become a Catholic. The gentleman responded by saying that he looked around town 
and every person he admired was a good person and a person he wanted to be like,  
and the one thing they had in common – they were all Catholic!  From that moment on 
the bishop knew there was something wonderful and special about his struggling little 
diocese and everything was going to be OK. 

The Catholic Church has always had struggles, but she has also, always had 
blessings.  This is just God’s way.  The Lord gives us his grace so that we might live our 
lives in holiness and joy.  Wouldn’t it be great if someone said that they wanted to 
become a Christian and join the Catholic Church because of us?  It is possible.  Jesus 
tells us that we must let our light shine before all so that they may see our goodness 
and give glory to God (Mt 5:16).  Sometimes we try to hide our Catholic faith and our 
goodness.  Sometimes we try not to let our goodness show or allow our love for God to 
be seen as our motivation. In a world filled with crudeness, we might find it tempting 
to allow faith, purity and decency to go unnoticed. In many circles, the Christian Faith 
is simply held in contempt and with scorn.  Look at the ridicule that Tim Tebow gets.  
We don’t have to fall to one knee in the office or at school or in the grocery store, but 
we should not be afraid to live our faith in Jesus publicly either.  People need you and 
me to live our Christian faith boldly.  They need us to be living examples of goodness, 
kindness and virtue. People may ridicule and criticize us for our Catholic Faith, but 
when we truly live it in an exemplary fashion their lives are touched as well.  Pope 
Benedict has preached repeatedly that the world needs us to live our Catholic Faith 
and to share our faith in a positive manner.  Catholicism is not a system of prohibitions 
and rules, but is a positive way of living a life of joy and love. Don’t be afraid to live 
your Catholic Faith, your goodness and the joy of following Jesus as his disciple without 
compromise or excuse. And if somebody is watching you, and there probably is, praise 
God!
