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In the Peace of Christ 
Dear Friends in Christ: 
 Recently, I was speaking to a person who was upset and confused.  
They had a lot going on in their life and most of it was not good.  After a long 
litany of everything that was bad came the admission that they didn’t “feel” 
God in their life.  This was not the first time I’ve heard this from someone.  
Now, I think I know what the person is getting at, that their relationship with 
the Lord was not particularly healthy or strong at that moment.  But I remain 
mystified at the notion of “feeling” God’s presence or absence. 
 Too often, I believe we run the danger of reducing our religious 
beliefs and our faith to the level of feelings.  It is bad psychology, horrible 
theology and ultimately lame.  Feelings are fine.  We can have pleasant 
feelings or unpleasant feelings.  We can have appropriate feelings or 
inappropriate feelings.  What we should not have are feelings that are the 
basis of everything in our lives.  Feelings and emotions are normal and a part 
of our human make up, but feelings are not everything.  God did not create us 
as one big bundle of “feelings.”  No, we have been created as body and soul.  
He has given us free will and an intellect.  In living our lives we must not rely 
just on feelings. Don’t trust the engineer who merely feels like the bridge 
design is O.K.! Check his numbers!  Use your intellect to verify his 
calculations.  Don’t trust the doctor who says he feels good about your health 
without giving you an examination.  Life is more than feelings.  
 So too is our spiritual life.  Certainly there are times when we are 
praying and devoting ourselves to deepening and strengthening our 
relationship with the Lord and we can describe this appropriately as 
“feeling” God’s presence in our lives.  But even if we don’t “feel” God that 
doesn’t mean that he is not there or that we should give up.  God’s presence is 
more than a feeling.  God is with us, caring for us, loving us 24/7 even in 
those moments we don’t feel him. 
 Our prayers, our faith, our actions of charity and goodness are not 
magical incantations that can make God appear at our whim.  Our lives of 
faith don’t change God, they change us!  When we pray or sacrifice we 
become with God’s grace, something different.  When we pray for others we 
become more loving. When we sacrifice we become more generous and 
appreciative.  When we seek God’s forgiveness we become more humble and 
aware of the power of mercy. 
 If feeling good was all there was, it would be easy.  “Say two Our 
Fathers and call me in the morning!”  No, faith is more than feelings.  A lot of 
the time, it is work.  Feelings come and go but a strong faith is something that 
can sustain us for a lifetime.  This Lent we are called to fast, pray and give 
alms—not because they will make us feel better, but because they can help us 
become better people and know God’s presence in our lives, even when we 
can’t feel it. 
     Have a holy Lent.

Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence. 

Fasting binds all persons who have completed their 18th birthday through those who have completed their 59th year, unless 
prevented by poor health. On days of fast, one full meal is allowed. Two other meals sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken 
according to one's own needs. Eating between meals is not allowed although fluids may be taken. 

Abstinence binds all persons who have completed their 14th birthday, unless prevented by poor health. On days of abstinence 
during Lent, the consumption of meat of mammals or fowl is not allowed. The Church strongly encourages the observance of 
Friday abstinence throughout the year, but failure to do so is not regarded as sinful. 

Lent is a penitential season and as such religious practice such as daily Mass, reception of the Sacrament of Penance, the devotion 
of the Stations of the Cross, works of charity and justice, and acts of self-denial are highly encouraged.
