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In the Peace of Christ 

Dear Friends in Christ: 

 During this Lenten season, yours truly has given up T.V.—so far, so good!  One 

of the many benefits has been that I’m a little more able to catch up on reading, both for 

fun and serious stuff.  As to the more serious reading, I’ve been reading through again 

the documents of Vatican II.  I’ve read through them numerous times over the last, oh 

my gosh, 34  years!  But as I read them today, I find them richer, more profound and 

more nuanced than when I was a college student reading them for a theology class. 

 Today, there is a debate among bishops, theologians and others as to how 

Vatican II should be understood.  As I am neither a bishop nor a theologian my thoughts 

and opinions may not be all that profound, but I believe the further removed we become 

from the Council, the clearer our understanding will be.  In the wake of the Council 

there was a lot of silliness.  Many things were said and done that we can clearly see 

today as not good.  This was not what the Council Fathers called for.  Also today and 

over the years there have been those who claim Vatican II was a huge mistake.  I’m not 

so sure I would call the Holy Spirit a mistake.  Wait, I am sure, I wouldn’t!!! 

 Vatican II is a huge blessing to the church, unfortunately too few people have 

ever read, really read, the actual documents.  Have you?  Too many folks rely on 

hearsay and commentary.  What the documents of Vatican II actually say and much of 

what we do and attribute to Vatican II is different. 

 In the next few weeks, the Holy See is expected to grant its ‘recognitio’ to the 

new English translations of the Roman Missal.  This means, for you and me, that the 

translation of the Mass that we are used to will be changing in the next year or so.  The 

prayers, responses and music are all being re-done.  The days of “And also with you,” 

are numbered and few.  This is going to be difficult for some of us.  Change always is.  

But when we read, really read, the documents of Vatican II it is easier to understand 

why this is needed and why the bishops and the Holy See have worked so hard and so 

long on this.  As the old Latin dictum states “Lex orandi, Lex credendi” (The law of 

praying is the law of believing),  the more profound our prayer, the more authentic, the 

more true our faith. 

 From time to time people ask about the liturgy, “Why Latin? Why incense? Why 

this or why that?” Well, the answer is easy, “Because we’re Catholic!”  This is our 

worship.  One of the most profound statements of the council is “the liturgy is the 

summit toward which the activity of the church is directed; it is also the fount from 

which all her power flows” (SC10).  For us, as Catholics, to progress in our mission as 

a church, in our service to the world and in our love of God, we must always be refining 

and perfecting our prayer. 

 Although it is now 45 years since the Council, we need to put into perspective 

that the Council of Trent which took 20 years to complete did not begin to be 

implemented in some parts of Europe for nearly 50 years!  Given that historical scale, 

we are just at the beginning!

Anointing of the Sick and Pastoral Care at local hospitals 
 

In the Archdiocese of Galveston-Houston hospital ministry at the major medical centers is administered by the Catholic Chaplains Corps (DSF 
sponsored).  When a Catholic is a patient in one of these hospitals there are Catholic chaplains who provide daily pastoral care (counseling and the 
administration of the sacraments).  These chaplains are also on call 24/7 for emergencies.  Other hospitals and nursing facilities in the archdiocese 
are assigned pastoral coverage to specific parishes in their geographic area. 
 

Hospitals covered by the Catholic Chaplain Corps:  Ben Taub, Kindred, M.D. Anderson, Memorial Herman, St. Luke’s, Texas Children’s, 

Methodist, TIRR, LBJ, Memorial Herman Southwest, Spring Branch, Veterans.     
 

Hospitals in West Houston covered by parishes:  West Houston – St. Justin, Memorial Herman Memorial City – St. Cecilia, Memorial Herman 
Katy – Epiphany 
 

When a loved one is in the hospital and it is an emergency the best thing to do is ask the nurse’s station (or the pastoral care department of the 
hospital) to call the Catholic Chaplain Corps priest or the parish responsible for hospital coverage immediately.  Whenever possible, it is always 
best to be anointed here at the parish prior to admission to the hospital for serious treatment or surgery.  You may always call our parish offices for 
the sacrament if the person is at home.  DO NOT WAIT in cases of extreme and serious illness.  The sacrament does not have to be given only 
near death, but may be received when there is serious illness.
