Dear Friends in Christ: 

 Happy Father’s Day to all of our dads! For any number of reasons 
Father’s Day does not have the same impact as Mother’s Day.  Yet, that does 
not diminish the dignity and importance of fathers.  Numerous studies bear out 
the devastating effects of when a father is missing from a child’s life.  Sadly, it 
is too common in our society for children to be raised in homes without their 
fathers.  This fact alone makes all of us so appreciative of those men who strive 
to be good men and good fathers.  Just as all of us are hurt when men fail to 
live virtuous lives, all of us benefit from those who do.  To all of our dads, we 
love you and we thank you and ask God’s blessings upon you in your vocation 
of Christian fatherhood. 

 Around the parish things continue to keep moving.  We try to slow 
down a bit with our programs and meetings, but you would never know it with 
all the activity around here.  While many of our programs and meetings for 
adults take a break from mid-June to mid-August our youth programs are in 
high gear.  Vacation Bible School, Summer Youth Camp, Youth Ministry 
Mission Trip, Archdiocesan Youth Conference and Steubenville South keep our 
Parish Life and Youth Formation departments quite busy throughout the 
summer.  The other pastoral departments are busy as well, wrapping up from 
the school year; Easter, Pentecost, Adult Confirmation, RCIA and so many 
other programs and ministries.  Then of course our maintenance and facilities 
staff  are running like crazy with repairs, cleaning, and some re-modeling.   
There is no down time.  The Business Office is busy trying to close out the fiscal 
year and get everything ready for FY 10-11.  When you say your night prayers 
remember to say a little prayer of thanks for all of our wonderful staff.  They do 
a fantastic job. 

 Speaking of staff, this is the time of year for staff changes. Not 
everything is settled yet, but should be in the next few weeks so keep that in 
your prayers as well.  Once things get more settled we will let you know of all 
the moves.  In August, we will again celebrate our patron saint’s feast day.  
Last year we marked the 150th Anniversary of the death of St. John Vianney 
with the world premiere of Leonardo Defillipis’ one man play “Vianney” and 
we had a nice reception following the performance.  In September, we had  our 
parish pilgrimage to Ars and Lourdes in France. 

 This year we will again mark St. John Vianney’s Feast Day in a special 
way.  We will observe 1000 hours of Eucharistic Adoration and offer 10,000 
rosaries prayed for priestly vocations.  We will begin our celebration of prayer, 
thanksgiving and petition on August 4, the feast of St. John Vianney and 
conclude on the feast of the Assumption of Mary, August 15.  We will have 
special prayers and times for adoration and confession to beg the master of the 
harvest to send laborers into the field in imitation of Holy Curé of Ars.
